5. The.nominated members shall have term of two years. They shall not be
eligible for re-nomination. Any vacancy can be filled by nominating a new member for.a
fresh term. The State Level Monitoring Committee formed as above, will review,
deliberate ‘and take decisions against the complaints received in accordance with the
Law of the land and in respect of interstate violation(s), the State Level Committee shall

* initiate action and, as per prescribed procedure such cases may also be forwarded to
the Nodal Officer i.e. Director of Public Health, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare,
Government of India who will take up the matter with the concerned State
Governments, and also inforim the Steering Committee, under the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare.
